FROGGS  [FRIENDS OF GREENVILLE GREENWAYS] 

Minutes from April 8, 2004 Meeting
An informal group of citizens interested in supporting Greenville Greenways met at Sheppard Library on Thursday, April 8, 2004.  Persons present included: Vince Bellis, Jan Higginbotham, Joe McGovern, Jason Pauling, Janis Saputo, Jill Twark, Arno Forst, and Mike Hazelton.

The group met for about an hour and a half.  Jason Pauling presented a summary of a nearly final draft of the Greenville Greenway Master Plan.  Apparently, details for defining the greenway right-of-way are still incomplete.  Only a few of those present had seen any draft of the master plan and asked to be provided with a copy.  Jason noted that the entire document is available on-line at www.greenways.com.  

The group decided to continue meeting informally with the purpose of monitoring implementation of the Greenville Greenway Master Plan by the City of Greenville and the Greenville Greenways Committee.  The group agreed that the name FROGGS ‘Friends of Greenville Greenways’ was appropriate.  The group decided not to seek formal organizational status including bylaws and incorporation at this time.  It was felt that maximum initial attention should be focused on expanding the volunteer base of FROGGS and in preparing/presenting to various organizations a program describing the Greenville Greenway program.  It was also decided that initial support would be given the top priority greenway segments listed in the Greenway Master Plan – namely that segment known as the South Tar River segment connecting the Town Common with Green Springs Park along the south bank of the Tar River.

Jason Pauling informed the group that a power point program describing the Greenville Greenway Master Plan revision has been produced by Greenways Inc. and is available for our use in promoting the Greenway.  Janis Saputo indicated that a communications class at ECU has volunteered to produce promotional videos for various public entities as part of a training program.  Janis will contact ECU to see if a Greenville Greenway program could be produced by this class.

Jill Twark agreed to serve as liaison between FROGGS and the Greenville Greenway Committee.  Jill is an appointed member of GGC.

Meeting frequency and location were discussed.  It was decided that meetings would be held in Sheppard Library at the end of the workday on weekdays.  The group decided to meet once a month.  Arno Forst agreed to serve as convener for the next meeting, which will take place on:
TUESDAY,  MAY 11 at  5:15pm  in the Sheppard Memorial Library.

Jan Higginbotham agreed to contact NPR New Bern (WTEB) and the Greenville Daily Reflector to ask them to publicize the next FROGGS meeting.
