She informed the group about the city's intention to apply for a grant to improve Charles Blvd. between the intersections of Greenville Blvd. and 14th Street, adding sidewalks along the east side adjacent to ECU Campus for the continuance of the Glenn Mill Run Greenway Corridor. The grant application was on the City Council's agenda as a non-public hearing item on May 13, 2004.

It is understood that this presentation promoting greenways is of a general nature and thus may not be best for promotional presentations to local Greenville groups. However, since interest was expressed to review the presentation, Jason is to be asked to show it at the next FROGGS meeting.

TOP 3: Janis Saputo had provided Arno with the contact information of a student who was previously involved in making a commercial for the Council on Aging. An initial attempt to get in touch with the student by telephone failed, e.g. he was reached at an inconvenient time and didn't have time to discuss the matter. There was no response to a follow-up email. 

Jill and Arno will get in touch with ECU's Communications Department in June and attempt to win a professor's support for the idea of a promotional video for greenways in Greenville.
