D. Final Suggestions for Treasure Hunt Rules: 

1st Annual Green Mill Run Treasure Hunt 

Sunday, April 17th from 2:00 – 4:00 pm

Rules:
1. The Treasure Hunt will take place on April 17, 2005 from 2:00 – 4:00 pm on the Green Mill Run Greenway in Greenville, located between 5th Street and Forest Hill Drive (behind St. James Methodist Church).  

2. Participants may park their cars either in the Green Springs Park parking lot on 5th Street, on Forest Hill Drive, Hilltop, or 8th Street.  


3. Participants are encouraged to walk, not run, in seeking prizes, since this is not a race. The nonprofit organization Friends of Greenville Greenways (FROGGS) has organized this event to raise awareness in the Greenville community of the availability, natural beauty, and practicality of the Greenway for recreational and fitness purposes.


4. Please do not stray into the woods looking for prizes, as you may injure yourself and/or the natural beauty of the Greenway in doing so.  All prizes will be hidden within 10 yards (30 feet) of the Greenway.

5. Prizes will take the following forms:

* Small, plastic treasure chests containing numbered slips of paper will be hidden behind trees/bushes, benches, etc., along Green Mill Run, within 10 yards (30 feet) of the path. Each number corresponds to a prize, of which there are 20 total. If you or a family member finds a treasure chest, please bring it to the service table at the St. James Church/Forest Hill Drive end of the Greenway to claim your prize.  Prizes include gift certificates from local restaurants and video rental stores, various small electronics, t-shirts, and sporting goods ranging in value from $10-$200.

* Several small, plastic frogs have been hidden in the grass, behind trees, etc. along Green Mill Run within 10 yards (30 feet) of the path. If you find a plain frog, you may keep it or return it to the Friends of Greenville Greenways table. If your frog bears a red mark on its underside, you may redeem it for a free t-shirt at our service table.

5. All Prizes must be collected at the official Friends of Greenville Greenways table at the entrance to the Green Mill Run Greenway, directly behind St. James Methodist Church.  Turn in your treasure chest and numbered slip of paper for the corresponding prize. Small frogs with red bellies may be redeemed for a free FROGGS t-shirt.
