Minutes

Friends of Greenville Greenways (FROGGS) Meeting

5:30pm-6:30pm September 21, 2005 at St. James Methodist Church

I. Meeting called to order at 5:30pm.   

II. Jill Twark introduced Mr. Heath Carroll, who has volunteered to be FROGGS’ lawyer and to help with grant preparation.  

III. Discussion of Grants.  1) St. James Spring Fling Grant- Heath Carroll and Brandi Dudley are working on it.  Recommended that the health benefits of greenways be emphasized.  2) Discussion of the Perkins, Wells and West Grants.  Heath Carroll has also volunteered to work on these grants.  

3) PCMH foundation -- Chris Godley volunteered to help Heath work on this

grant. 

IV. Request for volunteers for Freeboot Friday.  Sept. 30th : Liz Frazier (Jill unable to attend) and ECU students will attend. Friday Oct. 7th:  Jill Twark, Chris Godley. October 28th: still seeking volunteers.

V. Jill presented the activities assigned to this semester’s volunteer students.  She has met with them and the following groups have been formed:  

A) FROGGS newsletter.  Jill Twark, Shawn Moore, and three students are currently working on this.      

B) Power point group: 3 students are creating a new power point presentation (the previous power point presentation CD-Rom from last year was corrupted while students were creating it and subsequently lost). 

C) Video group.  2 students and Phil Carter, who is still waiting to be contacted by the students. (Note from Jill after the Meeting: There is no video group.  Jill requested one, but was not provided with students for this item.)

D) Public relations and fundraising campaigns (8 students).  Jill reports that additional member volunteers are welcome and that she can provide anyone interested with a contact number. Some of the ideas Jill and the group have discussed:  

1) Haunted Halloween Greenway (originally suggested by Larry Spell).  

2) Dog Show on the Greenway

3) Trivia Night.  

4) A Music Performance/Children’s Event on the Town Common.  

5) A wine and cheese reception for potential donors living near current and future Greenway routes.  Liz Frazier suggested recruiting grad students to provide music and requesting Mudslinger’s for the reception.  

VI. Other public relations/fundraising activities discussed. A) Phill Carter distributed the new FROGGS stickers he has bought.  Motion to request a $3.00 donation for each sticker passed.  Jill also requested that members help Phill pay the initial cost of the 1000 stickers, which was $240.00.  B) Dr. Bellis to speak to ECU students about placing new identifiers on Greenway trees.   C) Discussed collaboration with Dr. Bill Sugar in the Instructional Technology Dept. at ECU to have informative, instructional computer activities on greenways created for next Greenway event and for use in schools.  D) A 5k walk/run through the greenway- Melissa ?? volunteered to explore this and to speak with Parks and Recreation.  

VII. Discussion of FROGGS’ non-profit status.  Motion passed to affiliate FROGGS with the Road Runner Organization until the official letter declaring FROGGS’ non-profit status arrives.    

VIII. Meeting convened at 6:30 pm.  Next meeting scheduled for October 19th at 5:30 pm at St. James Methodist Church.
