Board Meeting, Friends of Greenville Greenways (FROGGS)

I. Introduction. Board Members Present: Vince Bellis, Jill Twark, Melissa Lockamy, Karen Mills, Chris Godley. Also present:  Brandi Dudley. Approval of Minutes from Board Meeting on 5-16-06.

II. Report on FROGGS Events and Awareness-Raising Activities from 2006

A. Information Table at River Festival in April.  

B. Treasure Hunt in April (approximately 70 attendees)

C. Two Clean-ups of the South Tar River Greenway (48 bags of garbage + many big items)

D. Four Freeboot Fridays. We distributed information about FROGGS at 4 Freeboot Fridays this fall and spoke to approx. 200 people about the upcoming South Tar River Greenway and the future 7.5-mi. Greenway Loop. 

E. 5-K Walk/Sunday Stroll This event was rained out this fall 2006, and we will likely come up with different fundraising strategies in future, particularly grant-writing. There are simply too many fundraising walks in Greenville currently.

III. Volunteer FROGGS Member and Service-Learning Activities:

1) FROGGS Newsletter for Spring 2006 was completed by FROGGS member Nancy Shires and emailed to all listserv members and distributed to several fitness centers in Greenville.

2) Power point presentation (completed and distributed to some FROGGS members on CD-Rom)

3) Jill spoke to Joyce Newman and she agreed to help us with our website.

4) Dr. Jami Jones has agreed to take care of membership letters and documentation.

IV. Service-Learning Activities for Students in Spring 2007


1) Jill met with Drs. Stacey Altman, Professor of Exercise and Sport Science, with Chris Mansfield from Public Health, and Wendy Hughes from Recreation and Leisure Studies to discuss the possibility of receiving two Master's student interns next semester and up to 10 undergraduates for FROGGS. These students will help us write grants, plan the Treasure Hunt, develop public relations, and present on FROGGS at schools and recreation clubs, etc. 

V. Grant Applications 

1) Brandi Dudley and English Department PhD student Melissa Price are working on a Kodak Conservation Grant to fund printed materials like informational/membership brochures. Grant is due in March 2007. We will be asking the City and the EAC to write letters of support for the grant application. Request for Board to approve tentative amount of grant. We need to solicit estimates from graphic design firms to approximate actual costs of design and printing.

2) FROGGS would like a letter of support for this grant from Public Works.

3) As soon as the Public Works engineers know how many picnic shelters, lookout points, etc. will be needed along the South Tar River Greenway, we will seek and apply for grants to cover their cost.

VI. Funding


1) Currently: $2,300 in our bank account. Pledge for $2,500 to be deposited in January 2007.


2) Chris Burns is setting up credit-card donation and membership capability on our website. We will conduct a membership drive in the spring and ask people to donate online.
